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Changes proposed by PWEA included in the draft amendment to the Energy Law

On 22 September as well as 6 and 7 October 2009
Committee for consideration of the governmental draft of the Act on the amendment of the
Energy Law and other acts (paper no. 2176 dated 29 June 2009) were held.

The Governmental draft provides for a number of amendments directly applicable to the
renewables sector, in particular wind power. Some amendments led to significant fears and
doubts among developers (such as the advance on the interconnection fee, definition of
contents of the application for issuance of connection conditions and the value of the unit
substitution fee).

TheSub-Commi ttee’s sessions were attended, i nter al
Prasat ek, Christoph Sowa (Enertrag) and Bartt om
discussions the representatives notified proposals of amendments leading to elimination of

main fears of the parties interested in wind power development.

PWEA representatives succeeded in convincing representatives of Ministry of Economy and
theSub-Commi ttee’'s MP's to introduce the foll owing :

- Transitory provisions eliminating the decrease in the value of the substitution fee to the level
of 240 PLN/MWh — the amendment introduced obligates President of the ERO to publish in
2010 the value of the substitution fee in the amount taking its current indexation into account,

- Establishment of a deadline for payment of the advance on the interconnection fee as the date
of filing a complete application for issuance of connection conditions, leading to a decrease in
the doubts concerning the assessment of completeness of the application and the deadline for
payment of the advance,

- Establishment of a start date for the deadline for issuance of connection conditions for
generation sources on the day of payment of the advance, further reducing doubts as to timely
decisions,

- Establishment of a deadline for supplementation of applications for issuance of connection
conditions (with the advance and extracts from land registers), filed before the effective date
of the amendment, of 180 days; establishment of a provisions stipulating that the extracts must
prove the legal capacity to build the investment referred to in the application.

The draft amendment wi || soon be subjected for
further parliamentary works. PWEA representatives will continue their endeavors to prevent

amendments to the Energy Law from adversely affecting wind power development in our

country."

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The number of agreements signed with beneficiaries until mid-June 2009 amounted to 60
(none in the energy sector), whereas the amount of EU subsidies allocated thereunder
amounted to more than 4.5 billion PLN (some of the agreements apply to technical aid for
implementation of the Programme).

Although there are four more years to realise the Programme, there is a threat that the delays
will not be made up. Furthermore, the European Commission will soon have to present the EU

perspective. Lack of expenditures notified to the EC under such a large programme as the OP
laE may then become a significant problem for Poland and coherence policy on the European
level.

In Margonin
between Wa g ries an d  Fheé donapany Neolica Polska Sp. z 0.0., owned by Energias de
Portugal, built a 120MW wind farm. 60 wind turbines with a capacity of 2 MW will produce
approximately 260.000 MWh of energy per year.

The effects of wind power on the operation of the electricity market

A new report ent i-unifeendty: HoWw theevariebility af wihdsnayaffect n o n
English and Irish el e®®YR Energy Consuiting, anaysesthie, devel ope
effects of increasing penetration of wind electricity on the operation of the energy market in
the United Kingdom and Ireland. National operators - Centrica, Dong Energy, RES, ESBI —
were involved in the project.
The report emphasizes the obligations, challenges and opportunities faced by operators and
investors due to the significant increase in the installed capacity of wind turbines connected to
the power system.
Key areas discussed by the authors include:
e The future shape of the electricity market, based on rapid wind power market
development forecasts and its effects on development of thermal power plants,
e The estimated | evel of system' s power Treser Ve
with high wind penetration,
e The effects of high share of energy from wind turbines on electricity prices,

e The profitability of future investment in conventional generation sources.

The results of the study demonstrate that the increase in the amount of wind electricity may
lead to a decrease in market electricity prices. Authors of the report also emphasize the fact
that investment in thermal power will no longer be interesting. Simultaneously, wind power
may play a crucial role in reducing harmful greenhouse gas emissions from the energy sector.

The largest wind farm in the world built in Texas

A wind farm with a capacity of 781.5 MW was commissioned by E.ON Climate and
Renewables in Roscoe in Texas.

The wind farm cost more than a billion dollars. It occupies 40.5 thousand hectares on the area
of four counties, with 627 wind turbines supplied by Mitsubishi, General Electric and
Siemens.

Texas is rapidly becoming a wind power Eldorado. Capacity of wind power in the state
already reached 8355 MW. The largest wind farm until now is also located in Texas. It has a
capacity of 735.5 MW.
