The main economic benefits include: development and 
activation of regions, innovation and creation of new technologies and establishment 
of new jobs. Revenues for the state, in particular local governments, stemming from 
real estate tax, are also an important benefit stemming from the use of wind power.

Thousands of events in more than 25 countries worldwide will be held during this 
year’s celebrations. Wind farm events, conferences, painting competitions, 
exhibitions, workshops, shows, performances, presentations of wind-driven vehicles, 
regattas, marathons – these are some of the events proposed during the Global Wind 
Day! 
 
A photo competition was held jointly with National Geographic, featuring art images 
of the wind technology. Users of Fotki.pl web portal selected the winning photo, by 
Keith Flamée, presenting the largest wind farm in England. The panel composed of 
European Wind Energy Association’s experts (EWEA) awarded David Depasse for a 
picturesque sunset over a wind farm.
